P5: Proposed change to DAC annual report template
With the new MEDIN Business Plan now in place, this is a good opportunity to review the DAC annual reporting template. The forthcoming reporting round will be the first one under the new MEDIN Business Plan. 
Table 1 below shows what the old template asked for and what the new template proposes to cover. The aim is to try and make the questions clearer, ensure they return useful information, and to use a less cluttered format.
