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MEDIN data guidelines are sets of requirements that must be recorded when data of a certain theme is being collected so that it is easier to reuse, exchange and archive the data. Each type of data requires some different types of information, however there are common concepts across all data types (ship name, station identifier etc). A full MEDIN data guideline therefore is composed of a project, survey, fixed station (if applicable) sample event, data production tools and sample data tables. 
Project and Survey information is generic and the information that must be provided can be accessed at:

Many surveys involve returning to a fixed point, transect or area on a number of occasions. If this is the case then fixed station information should be recorded
